01. Multiple Choices: 100% marks should be awarded for
selecting and writing the best alternative. In case of
confusion, among the alternatives, incumbent teachers’
decision will be final.

02. Word Making: 100% marks should be awarded for writing
the appropriate word with correct spelling. Fifty percent
marks should be deducted if the spelling mistake is found, but
in this case, the meaning of the word must not be changed.

03. Filling in the gaps: 100% marks should be
Awarded for writing the appropriate word with
Correct Spelling.

04. Sentence Making: 100% marks should be
Awarded for writing the correct and appropriate
Sentences. The marks shall be zero (00) if any
Grammatical mistake is found. Fifty percent
Marks shall be deducted if any punctuation
marks is wrongly used or not put down at all

05. Matching: Correct matching of words or parts of
Sentences shall be awarded 100% marks.
